1. Thesis is present and directly supported throughout essay.

2. Well written, consistent and clearly organized; addresses entire question, remains focused.

3. Fully elaborates points addressed with clear, accurate, and detailed information to support thesis. Demonstrates complete understanding of the question.

4. More analytical than narrative, strong analysis with substantial relevant evidence.

5. Comprehensive sense of the development of issues over time.

6. Understands the complexity of topic and deals with question in-depth.

7. Generally error free.

12-10 Adequate
1. Contains a thesis, perhaps vague, simplistic and implicit.

2. Organized essay, however addresses issues inconsistently or unevenly. May be stronger in some areas than others. May only discuss one aspect of the question. May contain several statements out of place, problems with existing introduction or conclusion, lack of topic sentences.

3. More narrative than analytical.

4. Provides and uses some evidence to support thesis.

5. Some sense of issues as they existed over time.

6. May contain some errors, factual or interpretive.

9-7 Needs Improvement
1. Lacks thesis, or thesis may be confused or undeveloped.

2. Little or no structure present; focuses on only one part of the question, or may lack understanding of question. 

3. Poor writing style with little or no specific details, off topic, factual errors present.

3. Merely narrative.

4. Inadequate sense of issues as they exist over time.

5. Erroneous, irrelevant, or scattered evidence.

6. Contains major errors.
